Environmental Problems

Our planet is facing serious challenges that affect all living beings. One of the biggest issues is pollution . Garbage, car
emissions, and factory waste fill the air with harmful chemicals, making it difficult for animals, plants, and humans to thrive.
For example, plastic bags discarded on beaches often end up in oceans, where they take hundreds of years to decompose

and harm marine life.

Another global threat is climate change . Burning coal, oil, and gas releases carbon dioxide into the atmosphere, acting like
a blanket that traps heat. This leads to rising temperatures, melting glaciers, and rising sea levels. If this trend continues,

many coastal cities could be underwater in the future.

However, there are ways to address these problems. Recycling is one solution. Paper, glass, metal, and plastic can be
transformed into new products, reducing waste. For instance, old plastic bottles are turned into clothes or toys. Some
countries even build houses from recycled materials! Additionally, reusable alternatives to plastic bags, such as cloth tote

bags, help reduce pollution.
